2. Through PROCAVA, the Government of Mczambique supperts develepment of five (5) value chains, namely: Herticulture,
Cassava, Red Meat, Legumes and Poultry, in 75 districts across the Country, targeting 180.500 househelds, mainly smallholder
farmers and other vulnerable groups, during an implementation period of ten (10 vears. The Programme is implemented by the
Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development {MADER], being the Fund for Agricultural Prometion and Rural Extensicn (FAR,
FP), the delegated entity responsible for the overall coordination of Programme implementation through a National Programme
Management Unit (NPMU) based in its headguarters in Mapute, Southern Region Programme Management Unit [RPMU - South)
based at the Provincial Delegation of FAR, FP in Gaza province and the Provincial Programme Management Unit in Niassa province.
