Another topic of interest would be tackling the subject of fraining and skilled
employment in this sector which is essential in the country and the difficulty in
finding and retaining skiled technicians for production, engineering,
maintenance etc, this could indeed lead to potential partnership and setting

up of specialised engineering or skill development schools.

discuss on mobility.
